2008 Badger Bimmer Drivers’ Education Events and Registration

We have scheduled five drivers’ education events for 2008. Four of the events will be held at
Blackhawk Farms Raceway and the fifth event will be held at Road America.

The event at Blackhawk in August will be run with the Milwaukee Region of the Porsche Club of
America. In addition to drivers’ education there will be BMW CCA club racing and PCA club
racing. Both race groups will have sprint and enduro races. Drivers’ education sessions will be
available on all three days. There will be two DE groups with four sessions per day for each DE
group. For this event DE will be limited to those with previous DE experience.

As usual with Oktoberfast Friday is limited to advanced students and instructors.

Event Registration

This year all event registration will be handled through motorsportreg.com. Many clubs around
the country are using this service for registration for all kinds of events. Switching from our own
registration system to the one provided by motorsportreg.com should make things easier for
both those attending our events as well as the event organizers.

Registration for the Blackhawk events in May, June and July will open on March 1%,
Registration details for the August event at Blackhawk are not complete at this time. More
information will be provided at a later date. Registration for Oktoberfast will open on May 1%,

Between now and when registration opens you need to do one of two things. If you don’t
already have an account at motorsportreg.com you will need to create one. If you already have
an account all you need to do is add the Badger Bimmers as one of your club memberships.

Motorsportreg.com does offer credit card payment services but at the present time we will still
only allow payment by check. At the end of the registration process for an event a confirmation
page will be displayed that contains information about where your check must be sent along
with some waiver information. You must print the confirmation page, sign and date it and then
send it in along with your check.

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Creating a new motorsportreg.com account

Go to motorsportreg.com.

On the right hand side of the home page click “Create an account now”.

On the next page enter your first name, last name, email address and zip code and then
click the “Continue” button.

On the next page enter your street address, emergency contact information, sign-in
identifier and password. Click the “Continue” button.

On the next page you may enter your car information. This isn’t required but it will
greatly help the event organizers if you enter your car’'s make, year, model and color.
The rest of the information can be entered if you want. Since the Badger Bimmer club
assigns car numbers you don’t need to enter anything in the “Preferred Numbers”
section. Click the “Continue” button.

On the next page you may enter your driving experience information. Again this isn’t
required but will help the event organizers make sure you are placed in the correct run
group. When you are finished entering your experience information click the “Create My
Account” button.

The “Selected Upcoming Events” page will be displayed. None of our events will be
available for registration until March 1*. You should click “My Account” from the list of
tabs at the top of the page.

On the “My Account” page verify the information you have entered and add the Badger
Bimmers as one of your club memberships. To do this click “+ Add Club”.

On the “Add New Memberships” page click the small box next to “BMWCCA Badger
Bimmers Chapter” and enter your BMW CCA membership number in the “Member #’
area. You can also select other clubs if you want. Go to the bottom of the page and
click the “Save Memberships” button. The “Club Memberships” page will be displayed.
You can return to your account information by clicking “Return to My Account”.

You are now ready to register for Badger Bimmer events. When you want to register
just return to the site, log-in using your identifier and password and then select an event.
Our three Blackhawk Farms events will be available for registration on March 1%
Oktoberfast will open for registration on May 1%. Details on registration for the August
event at Blackhawk Farms will be distributed at a later date.
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Adding the Badger Bimmers if you already have a motorsportreg.com account

“Add clubs to account”. When the list of clubs is displayed click the small box next to
“BMWCCA Badger Bimmers Chapter” and enter you BMW CCA membership number in
the “Member #” area. Go to the bottom of the page and click “Save Memberships”.

Registering for a Badger Bimmer event

1. Go to motorsportreg.com.

2. Logon using your existing identifier and password.
3. Once you are logged on click on the “Calendar” tab at the top of the page.
4. Under “Show Me:” click in the radio button for “Events for my clubs”.

5. When the list of events is displayed select the one you want. If the event is not
displayed click on “See All >>” at the bottom of the list.

6. Click “Continue” after reading the basic information about the event.

7. Click “Continue after reading the event requirements.

8. On the order form answer all of the questions and select the appropriate items. Be sure
to read the waiver information and click on the check box below the waiver. When you

have completed the order form click “Preview Order”.

9. Verify your order information. If you have been given a discount code enter it in the
appropriate field and press “Update Total >>".

10. After you verify your order click “I'm Done, Finish!”.

11. Your receipt will be displayed. It will also be emailed to you. You should print this page,
sign it and mail it along with your check (made payable to Badger Bimmers) to Mike
Clemens at:
